This unpleasant situation has initiated the
intervention of the Government of Japan to provide US$92,804 (equivalent to 9,001,988 Japanese yen) to construct a medical
facility, provide adequate medical equipment, tools and furniture as well as a hand-pump borehole to the community, through
the implementation partner; Church of the Brethren in Nigeria.
